Colour is managed using state of the art digital proofi ng 
devices which are calibrated to our printing presses.

Files are run through a GMG RipServer to one of our 
eight high resolution output devices, which range from 
A3 to SRA0 in size. All are capable of contract-proof quality 
and are tested on a daily basis to ensure that contract-proof 
integrity is maintained.

As well as conventional inkjet proofs we can also offer 
screened output using GMG DotProof, enabling us to 
produce a genuine, colour-accurate halftone proof 
also of contract-proof quality.

To our customers this means that the proof they sign off will 
match with what is produced on press - not just in terms of 
four colour process but also special colours.
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
